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COMING SOON: A NEW MAHZOR FOR THE HIGH HOLY DAYS
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In our High Holy Days surveys this year and last year, many members of Temple Reyim expressed dissat-
isfaction with our High Holy Days prayer book. The Religious Services Committee has responded to your
feedback, and we are pleased to announce that this Rosh Hashanah we will introduce a new mahzor.

For more than 25 years, Temple Reyim has used the Harlow mahzor for High Holy Days services. This
prayer book originally was published in 1972, and within a few years it was being used in most Conserva-
tive congregations in the United States. It replaced the Silverman mahzor that had been widely used by

The Coffee You’re Drinking is a Mitzvah!

If your usual trajectory at Shabbat morning kiddush is to refuel after davenning by heading to our coffee
and tea station, then you've probably seen a sign announcing that our coffee has changed. Temple Reyim
has joined ranks with a number of local synagogues in offering Fair Trade, organic coffee produced and
distributed by Equal Exchange, a Fair Trade co-op in West Bridgewater, MA.

What does drinking Fair Trade, organic coffee, as opposed to traditionally produced coffee, have to do
with our Jewish values? The Torah teaches that what we eat and drink is a direct expression of our
Judaism. "You shall be holy, for | am holy" (Leviticus 11:45) - these words from God conclude the Torah's
first extensive description of the laws of kashrut. Food, the Torah teaches here, is a fundamental path of
holiness. What we put into our mouths is as direct an expression of our Jewishness as, say, the prayers
that come out of our mouths.

While the Torah provides us with clear criteria regarding the foods we can and cannot eat, it does not di-
rectly link such criteria to ethical concerns. Indeed, for much of Jewish history, food was not an issue of
ethics but of religiosity. It has not been until contemporary times that Jewish scholars and sages have con-
nected the choices we make in the grocery store to the ethical concerns of our tradition. Buying Fair Trade
coffee, which raises and stabilizes the incomes of small-scale farmers, allows us to fulfill the Torah’s com-
mand to not oppress the stranger (Exodus 22:20). Drinking organic coffee, grown free from pesticides,
provides us an opportunity to fulfill the mitzvah of baal tashchit — of not causing unnecessary harm to our
environment or to our own bodies.

Even something as simple as a cup of coffee has tremendous impact upon our world. May this time of Tu
B’Shevat, of renewal for the trees, continue to engender in us an awareness of the impact we have upon
our economic, social, and ecological environments. L’chaim!

Sunday, March 18™: Continental Breakfast (at 10:00 am) followed by: Lecture 3: Sacred Trash: The Lost
and Found World of the Cairo Geniza. Adina Hoffman and Peter Cole will discuss their acclaimed new
book about the Cairo Geniza and its discoverers. In this presentation Cole and Hoffman will take us inside
this remarkable time capsule, as they tell the story of the trove--whose contents have been rightly been
dubbed “The Living Sea Scrolls.”

Every prayer book has a limited life span within a dynamic Jewish community like ours; customs change,
norms change, tastes change and needs change. In 1972, when the Harlow mahzor was published, Israel
was still in its youth, America was embroiled in Vietham and Richard Nixon was President. For us as a
religious community, the egalitarian movement in Conservative Judaism was still in its infancy. Bat Mitz-
vahs had only recently become the norm, it would be several years before women would be counted in a
minyan, and it would be 13 years before the first woman rabbi would be ordained by the Jewish Theologi-
cal Seminary.

Our new High Holy Days prayer book will be Mahzor Lev Shalem, and it is a very impressive volume.
Published in 2010 by the Rabbinical Assembly, it restores many traditional prayers that were omitted from
the Silverman and Harlow mahzorim, while also offering creative liturgical options that reflect the diverse
theology of contemporary Conservative Judaism. Many Conservative congregations throughout the United
States already have adopted this new mahzor, and the response has been overwhelmingly positive. Its
translations are gender-neutral, and it also provides English transliterations for nearly every prayer that we
sing together as a congregation, removing Hebrew familiarity as a barrier to participation.

Mahzor Lev Shalem will add much to our High Holy Days services. For those congregants who are famil-
iar with the traditional liturgy, they will find that this prayer book has more literal English translations and
includes running commentaries, historical explanations and engaging insights into the meanings of the
prayers. For those congregants who seek inspiration from the High Holy Days outside the traditional
framework, this book has a wide assortment of readings, reflections, classical stories, commentaries and
religious poetry.

The purchase of this new prayer book is an important long-term investment for our community. Several
copies have been purchased for congregational review. You will find them on the table in the Library and
in the Office. We also will have a few copies on the table outside the Sanctuary on Shabbat mornings.
Please find an opportunity to stop by the synagogue to examine the book. You won't be disappointed.

Several congregants have stepped forward to pledge, in the form of a challenge grant, nearly half of the
sum needed for the purchase. The remainder of the funds will come from contributions, the sale of book-
plates, and a special fundraiser on March 11, the proceeds from all of which will be matched dollar-for-
dollar by the challenge grant. We hope that you will use this opportunity to honor or memorialize a loved
one or a sacred event and will give generously. Mahzor Lev Shalem promises to be inspiring and relevant
to our community for many years to come.

When | lived in Israel during my Junior Year Abroad at the Hebrew University in Jerusalem, | would often
spend Shabbat with friends in Haifa (a good 3 hour bus ride away). Once, about this time of year, | de-
cided to take the train. At the time, Israel’'s railway system was quite primitive (we’re talking about the 80’s,
yet the trains were still probably those in use since the establishment of the State some 40 years earlier).
This meant that there was no heat, the seats were uncomfortable, and it was very loud. | was up for it!

We left Jerusalem and within minutes were climbing our way down through the Judaean Hills on the de-
scent to Tel Aviv. This in itself was just beautiful. I'm a desert landscape enthusiast, but suddenly the hills
were abloom with almond tree blossoms! My first thought was the song | had learned years earlier in He-
brew School, “HaShkaydia Porachat,” “The Almond Tree is Blossoming!” This was a pivotal moment in my
Israel connectedness; the cycle of the Jewish year is so integrally tied into the land of Israel and | vowed,
then, that | would move there one day.

Fast forward 30 years as | sit in a cold (albeit mild) New England, far from those almond trees, | contem-
plate the celebration of Tu B’'Shevat February 7-8. Tu B'Shevat is the new year of the trees, presumably,
because this was the season in the land of Israel when trees (like the almond) began to blossom. Tu
B’Shevat in Israel is the sign that spring is on the way. It was also the time of year when the Priests levied
the tithes on fruit trees which were sent to the Temple in Jerusalem. When the Temple was destroyed,
Jews in the Diaspora ate the various fruits and nuts which were found in Israel to preserve that bond. Over
time, it has become more difficult to maintain this connection, so other themes have evolved to include dis-
cussions about ecology, renewal, and protecting our environment.

Teaching about and celebrating Tu B'Shevat here in the United States is another reminder to me of how
important it is for our children to be afforded the opportunity to visit Israel in their teens, particularly as part
of a teen group experience. This is one of the reasons that | became involved in the CJP Passport to Israel
program. Many studies have shown the tremendous impact that a teen experience in Israel has on our
children in solidifying their Jewish identity (along with youth groups and Jewish summer camping.) Part of
this is their peer influence, but having listened to many of these teens this past summer in Israel as | vis-
ited some of the programs, almost all talked about their connection to the land, to the people, and to the
rhythm of Jewish life there. Not one participant came away unmoved by their experience. And they went
home better people, and better Jews for it. Many said they were planning on becoming more observant
upon their return to the States; many talked about how they would become more active in Israel advocacy.
Many vowed to return for college, army or to make aliyah.

My point is that we, the American Jewish community, are successful and thriving, yet a huge part of our
existence is tied up in the rhythms of celebration of the Jewish holidays and the origins of these holidays
are found in Israel. Until we can each experience that “aha” moment for ourselves, in the land of Israel,
our understanding cannot be fully complete. If you have not already signed up for the Passport to Israel
Savings program (beginning in 3™ grade), now is the time. This gift will allow your child to make this really
important connection for him or herself.

We’'ll decorate cardboard trees which we will secure in pots of soil and then surround the trees with grass
seeds. The children believe they will have their very own forest right in the classroom! We'll also plant our
annual “Hairy Harry” containers, some of which will surely need haircuts before too long!

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Unity Mission to Israel T
I

We recently had a very special experience of Israel as participants in the Unity Mission sponsored by the
Synagogue Council of Massachusetts, led by Alan Teperow. Twenty-nine of us, members of Orthodox,
Conservative, Reform and unaffiliated congregations, sought to study The State of Judaism Within the
Jewish State, exploring the variety of expressions of Jewish traditions and values in both religious and
secular settings.

We began in Jerusalem, with Rabbi Donniel Hartman at the Hartman Institute, who laid out the chal-
lenges of defining a Jewish democratic state and explained his own visions of its essential features. He
called on Diaspora Jewry to be actively engaged in this definition, one that is complicated by: the absence
of a constitution; a dual system of civil and religious authority, the latter often exerted in ways that alienate
both modern orthodox and secular citizens; and the need to protect the rights of minorities.

In ten days, we had the opportunity to meet not just representatives, but passionate founders of organiza-
tions and movements aimed at achieving justice for women and helping both men and women negotiate
the complexities of conversion, marriage, divorce and burial, which are under the jurisdiction of a system of
Rabbinical courts separate from the civil/criminal courts. We also visited the flash point of contention be-
tween haredi and modern orthodox residents of Beit Shemesh, and met people who, in contrast, are trying
to effect changes and increase the inclusivity and unity of Jewish people.

We visited a Hesder Yeshiva, whose students combine Yeshiva study and military duty. We also visited a
village established on the principle of religious and secular residents living together and even sharing one
elementary school. We met seekers of social justice for workers, and, from a reserve forces tank unit com-
mander, learned how Jewish values underlie battlefield ethics for the Israel Defense Forces. In Tel Aviv,
we studied Talmud with Dr. Ruth Calderon, who founded Alma College, where secular Israelis — writers,
artists, musicians — study in courses on traditional texts. We visited unusual schools in Tel Aviv and Haifa,
and Yemin Orde, a 'youth village' in the Carmel that provides a unique vision, a home and programs for
500 young people with serious social problems.

The program included tours of the renovated Israel Museum, the Herzl Museum, Herodion and Masada —
even a Shacharit service atop Masada.

Along with study, we had the privilege of sharing Shabbat experiences with varied congregations, including
home hospitality for Shabbat lunch in Jerusalem and overnight Shabbat stays with families in Haifa. We
experienced the Boston-Haifa Connection.
